Sales taxes have soared over the past decade with 2010 being a 

near record breaking year for Burnet.  2009 kept pace in spite of 

the national recession with a drop of just 4% for the city and 

2010 finished the year 4.2% over 2009.  2011 is projected to 

exceed 2010 by 7%.   
 

The Comptroller also reports that during the five year period 

that consists of 2005-2010 RETAIL  sales increased an average 

of almost 4% per year.  Retail sales for the 2010 totaled
