Nineteen of the proposed subdivision lots are intended as
single-family home-sites. The remaining lot is to be set
aside as a “drainage area (See Exhibit B)."

The Planning and Zoning Commission considered the plat in
an August 6, 2018 public hearing. Two speakers addressed
the Commission during the public hearing. Neither speaker
voiced any objection to the proposed plat.

The Ranch at Delaware Creek, Phase [ll, Preliminary Plat
using Code of Ordinances Section 98-22 (Preliminary Plats)
as a guide. It has been brought forward with the request for
variance considered in an earlier item on this agenda. The
Commission’s determination regarding that variance will
determine the action taken regarding the preliminary plat.

Following the public hearing, a motion to approve the zone
change resulted in a three to three tie vote. Unable to break
the tie, the Planning and Zoning Commission has forwarded
this request to City Council without recommendation.

Light Commercial — District C-1 is governed by Sec. 118-45
of the Code of Ordinances and allows a mix of light
commercial uses including small retail, general office and

other light professional uses. The property owner’s intent is
to utilize the property for professional office space.

The Future Land Use Plan (FLUP) calls for commercial use
along the N. Water Street corridor. Based on its N. Water
Street frontage, assigning commercial zoning to this property
would be consistent with FLUP intentl {(See Exhibit “C"}.

Zoning Designations and property uses are mixed along the
northern portion of the N. Water Street corridor. Existing
uses include single-family, two-family, and commercial uses.
That being noted, the trend along the corridor is
redevelopment to commercial use as intended by the Future
Land Use Plan.

Based on these considerations, Light Commercial — District
C-1 zoning is appropriate for this location.

Following the public hearing, The Planning and Zoning
Commission, by unanimous vote, recommended that the
requested zone change be approved.

The City's Future Land Use Plan calls for residential
development in the area of the subject property (See Exhibit
B).



Recommendation:

Parameters used to establish land use projections are
established by Chapter 5 of the City's Comprehensive
Development Plan. This chapter treats agricultural use as a
subset of residential land use. The original land use map
established by the Comprehensive Plan does not
differentiate between agricultural and residential land use
and did not extend land use projections into the area in
guestion.

Based on these factors, the existing R-1 zoning and
proposed agricultural zoning can be viewed as equally
compatible with FLUP land use guidelines.

The proposed Agricultural zoning is consistent with the
zoning and use of other large tracts in the vicinity of the
subject property.

Based on these factors, assigning Agricultural District —
District A zoning is appropriate.

Section 1. The City's Code of Ordinances Chapter 1 (“General Provisions”),
Section 1-6 General Provisions for Violations of Code shall be amended in its entirety as
follows:

“Sec. 1-6. General penalty for violations of Code.

(@) Whenever in this Code or in any ordinance of the city an act is prohibited or is
made or declared to be unlawful or an offense or a misdemeanor, or
wherever in such Code or ordinance the doing of an act is required or the
failure to do any act is declared to be unlawful, and no specific penalty is
provided therefor, the violation of any such provision of this Code or any such
ordinance shall be punished by a fine of not less than one dollar and not more
than $500.00 except:

(1) A fine or penalty for the violation of a rule, ordinance, or police
regulation that governs fire safety, zoning, or public health and
sanitation, other than the dumping of refuse, may not exceed $2,000;
and

(2) A fine or penalty for the violation of a rule, ordinance, or police
reguiation that governs the dumping of refuse may not exceed $4,000.

(b) However, no penalty shall be greater or less than the penalty provided for the
same or similar offense under the laws of the state. Each day any violation of
this Code or of any ordinance shall continue shall constitute a separate
offense.

(c) The city may bring a civil action, as necessary, to enjoin any threatened
violation of this Code for the protection of public heaith and safety.

(d) Unless otherwise specifically set forth in the Code of Ordinance of the city, or
in state law as adopted, allegations and evidence of:culpable mental state are
not required for proof of an offense for which the maximum fine is $500.00 or
less.”




Section 2. The City's Code of Ordinances Chapter 1 (“General Provisions”),
Section 1-11 Culpable Mental State Not Required shall be deleted in its entirety.

Section 3. Repeal of Conflicting Ordinances. All Ordinances or parts thereof in
conflict herewith are amended to the extent of such conflict only.

Section 4. Severability. If any provision of this ordinance or the application of
any provision to any person or circumstance is held invalid, the invalidity shall not affect
other provisions or applications hereof which can be given effect without the invalid
provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this ordinance are declared to be
severable.

Section 5. Open Meetings. That it is hereby officially found and determined that
the meetings at which this ordinance were passed were open to the public as required
and that public notice of the time, place, and purpose of said meetings was given as
required by the Open Meetings Act, Chapt. 551, Loc. Gov't. Code.

Section 6. Effective Date. This ordinance shall take effect upon passage on
second reading and publication as required by the Local Government Code and City
Charter.

CONTRACT FOR
EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICE

This Contract for Emergency Medical Service (this “Contract”) is made and entered into as of the 1* day
of OCTOBER, 2018 by and between BURNET COUNTY ("COUNTY”), and CITY OF BURNET AREA
EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICE, INC. (“PROVIDER").

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, PROVIDER is an experienced medical service provider that is currently providing ground
ambulance service to the public, including the residents of the COUNTY, whose services involve
transportation of the sick or injured and administration of medical supplies and/or equipment and
treatment by medically trained personnel in such ambulances; and,

WHEREAS, PROVIDER provides and will continue to maintain “Basic with Mobile Intensive Care Unit”
{“MICU") capable ambulances as defined by the “Emergency Medical Services Act” of Texas, and,

WHEREAS, the COUNTY desires and has requested that PROVIDER provide enhance certain emergency
medical and ambulance transportation services for persons located within the COUNTY’S boundaries;
and,

WHEREAS, PROVIDER is willing to provide such services under the terms and conditions stated herein.
Now, therefore, in consideration of the premises and the covenants herein contained, the COUNTY and
PROVIDER agree as follows:

AGREEMENT

1. SERVICES; THE COUNTY agrees to utilize PROVIDER and its enhanced primary 911-ambulance
services to the COUNTY. PROVIDER agrees to transport sick or injured person in need of services to
medical facilities, and to administer medical supplies, equipment and treatment by qualified
personnel, and in connection therewith, PROVIDER agrees as follows:

(a) PROVIDER shall provide timely emergency response, treatment and transportation as outlined
in this Contract for service.

(8) PROVIDER shali station and MICU ambulance and transport any patient from the COUNTY if
there is a need for ambulance transportation regardless of race, creed color, handicap or
religion, no services shall be denied due to the patient’s actual or perceived ability to pay for
services rendered pursuant to this CONTRACT.

{c) PROVIDER shall make available to the COUNTY, upon the COUNTY'S request, ambulances and
personnel necessary for standby and assistance during emergencies occurring in the COUNTY.




(d) PROVIDER shall prepare and maintain documentation of all 911 responses that do not result in
treatment and/or transportation. Such documentation shall include proper medical
documentation and signatures from patient and/or legal guardian indication patient’s refusal
and the fact the patient was aware of possible medical complications.

(e) PROVIDER shall limit emergency transportation of patients to the nearest appropriate medical
facility, unless otherwise directed by the attending physician or medical control, where such a
diversion is to preserve the patient’s life. All such cases on which patients are not transported
to the nearest appropriate medical facility will be documented.

(f) PROVIDER shall maintain and have available for services in the COUNTY at all at least one (1)
“Basic with MICU Capable” unit, 24 hours per day, seven days per week. In the event a unit is
rendered unavailable for service due to mechanical failure or it is otherwise unavailable for
service in the COUNTY, a backup unit shall be made available during the period of
unavailability of the primary unit. At times of total system saturation the nearest available
“Basic with MICU” capability unit will be posted at the most effective location for PROVIDER’S
total response area, including the COUNTY.,

{2) PROVIDER will obtain insurance information from patients for proper billing and bill private
and public insurance agencies directly. PROVIDER will also submit Medicaid and Medicare
claims and appeal all denials.

(h) PROVIDER agrees that is shall provide the emergency medical and ambulance services
hereunder during the periods of mad-made r natural disasters and other emergencies as
dispatched by the appropriate authority. PROVIDER may be entitled to additional
compensation in connection therewith. A direct liaison form PROVIDER shall be made available
to the Emergency Management Coordinator during disaster and similar events for continuity of
operations during such events.

2. SERVICE TERRITORY: PROVIDER agrees to provide ground ambulance and emergency medical
services to the COUNTY. The incorporated boundaries of the COUNTY are defined as the territorial
limits of the COUNTY as such currently exist or may exist in the future. The COUNTY may amend
their service area from time to time by providing not less than thirty {30} days prior written notice
thereof to PROVIDER.

3. VEHICLE AND EQUIPMENT: PROVIDER through its officers, employees and/or agents hereby
agrees to:

(a} Station a “Basic with MICU Capable” ambulance within the boundaries of the COUNTY. The
vehicle shall remain within the COUNTY at all times except when it is being used to provide
authorized services hereunder. When this ambulance is out for any reason, including but not
limited to mechanical fallure, routine maintenance or responding to an emergency dispatch, a
replacement ambulance, if available, will be immediately sent to replace the original
ambulance.

{b) Meet and maintain current ambulance vehicle specifications as set forth by Texas Department
of State Health Services and in document entitled “Federal Specification Ambulance Emergency
Medical Care Vehicle” (as updated from time to time) as published by the General Services




Administration, DOT Federal Specification KKK 1822 or document entitled “Ground Vehicle
Standards for Ambulances” as published by the Commission on Accreditation of Ambulance
Services.

{c} Equip each ambulance with all required personnel, equipment and supplies for “Basic with
MiICU Capahle” operations as required by the Texas Department of State Health Services rules
ot as specified by the Corporation’s Medical Director.

(d} Meet the operation and maintenance guidelines detailed in Appendix “A”.

COMMUNICATION AND DISPATCHING: PROVIDER, through its officers, employees and/or
authorized agents hereby agrees and represents as follows:
(a) Mobile unit communication shall;

(" Be capable of transmitting and receiving on primary dispatch frequencies as defined by
Federal Communications Commission’s Rules and Regulations:
()] Transmit and receive on WRRS {Western Region Radio System) and have encode, call

up, or paging capability compatible with all hospital in the CAPCOG (Capital Area
Planning Council of Government)} Region; and

{Hi) Be capable of communication directly with the appropriate dispatching and emergency
management authorities, primary area of responsihility.

{b) PROVIDER shall receive all emergency calls dispatched throughout the appropriate dispatching
and emergency management authorities.

(c} PROVIDER shall have an ambulance dispatched in response to a direct emergency request for
service,

PERSONNEL: PROVIDER, through its officers, employees and/or authorized agents hereby agree to:

(a} Staff each ambulance as required by the Texas Depariment of State Health Services with a
minimum of one certified EMT-Basic and one certified EMT-Paramedic on each “Basic with
MICU Capahle” ambulance while in-service for all calls.

{b} Comply with the requirements promulgated by the Equal Employment Opportunity
Commission.

{c) Maintain a Drug and Alcohol Policy,

{d) Schedule working hours, status and pay structure(s) in compliance with the Fair Labor
Standards Act.

{e) Maintain personnel who are at least eighteen {18) years of age, high school graduate or
equivalent, and have adeguate physical strength and ability to provide emergency medical care
under unusual circumstances.

{f} Maintain a full-time supervisor with certification at the EMT-Paramedic level, which will
provide supervision over PROVIDER field operations and report directly to PROVIDER
administrative personnel.

{g) Obtain and maintain appropriate insurance for its operations hereunder and the use of any
COUNTY real or personal property, and the COUNTY shall be named as the “loss payee” for any
property insured thereunder.

RATES: PROVIDER, through its officers, employees and/or authorized agents, hereby agrees and
represents as follows:

{a) Rates for all services rendered by PROVIDER are set forth in Appendix “B”. No adjustments to
rates set forth in this Contract during its term shall be made without the COUNTY’S prior
written approval or through a Contract Modification Agreement.

{b) PROVIDER will bill each patient, when applicable, as its then current rates. The responsibility
of payment will go to the patient, responsible party, or the patient’s insurance carrier. There
will no additional charge for filing claims with insurance, Medicare and/or Medicaid.

RESPONSE TIME: PROVIDER, through its officers, employees, and/or authorized agents hereby
agrees that average response times shall be recorded and submitted in writing to the COUNTY on a
monthly basis. For “first out” emergency (priority 1) response events far which PROVIDER failed to
respond in 20 minutes or less, and for “second out” or non-emergency (priority 2) response events
for which PROVIDER failed to respond in 35 minutes or less, the monthly written report shall
identify the event and steps taken and/ar to be taken by PROVIDER to resolve the exception, when
applicable. Elapsed time shall be measured form the immediate time of communication with the
Dispatcher dispatching the unit to the time of the unit's arrival on scene. PROVIDER shall also
provide any reports, information, or other items requested by the COUNTY, with the sole
exception of patient care information as defined in applicable law or other information made
confidential by applicable statue, law, rule, or regulation,

INSURANCE: PROVIDER, agrees to provide proof of General Liability, Auto LiabHlity, and

Malpractice insurance in the amount of $1,000,000.00 per occurrence, $3,000,000.00 combined for
its operations and use of COUNTY property hereunder. PROVIDER shall also obtain and maintain
Worker's Compensation insurance for any employee or volunteer of the PROVIDER providing
services hereunder, The COUNTY shall be named as the “loss payee” for any insurance maintained
by the PROVIDER hereunder for the COUNTY’S property, and PROVIDER shall maintain such
insurance in effect at alt times during the term of this Contract.

QUALITY ASSURANCE AND SERVICE DATA: PROVIDER, through its officers, employees, and/or
authorized agents hereby agrees to:

PROVIDER must have written instruction for disinfecting and
disposal of contaminated items.

Emergency audible warning devices must function in the way they were designed to function.
Body of vehicle{s) must be free from dents and rust, to the extent that there is no interference
with or question of safe operation.

All equipment in the patient compartment must be adeguately secured.

The Ranch at Delaware Creek, Phase Il developer is
seeking a variance to Code of Ordinances Section 98-
48(1)b. This provision of the code states:

“Residential blocks shall not exceed 600 feet nor be less
than 300 feet in length, except as otherwise provided for
herein.”

The portion of Sunday Drive that will be located between its
intersections with Yellow Ribbon Trail and Ramsey Way will
be approximately 1,200-feet in length (See Exhibit A).

The variance has been requested under the provisions of
Code of Ordinances Section 98-82.

The Planning and Zoning Commission on August 6, 2018,
considered this variance request. The Commission, by
unanimous vote, has recommended that the variance be
approved.

Under the terms of Code of Ordinances Section 98-82,
Subdivision variances are to be considered by Planning and
Zoning Commission and City Council. The Commission
serves as a recommending body with the City Council taking
final action to approve, or deny a variance request.



Chapter 98 does not require public hearings for subdivision
variances.

Sec. 98-82(3) establishes the criteria by which variance
requests are to be evaluated. The section specifically allows
approval find the following:

[ d

The public convenience and welfare will be
substantially served;

The currently developed phases of the Ranch at
Delaware are comprised of over sixty-lots,
approximately 40 of which are developed with
single-family homes. The number of homes already
located in the subdivision exceeds Fire Code
requirements regarding the number of homes that
can he accessed from a single point of entry.

Development of the Ranch at Delaware Creek,
Phase Il will provide the subdivision's required
second point of access. This will, in turn provide for
the public convenience and welfare.

The appropriate use of surrounding property will not
be substantially or permanently impaired or
diminished;
Constructing Sunday Drive in the manner proposed
will not interfere with the exension of other
proposed streets, nor will it preclude access to
surrounding properties. Approving the requested

variance will not substantially or permanently impair
or diminish the use of surrounding property.

The applicant has not created the hardship from
which relief is sought;

The Street and lot design proposed for Ranch at
Delaware Creek, Phase lll design is consistent with
the design standards applied to the already
approved and developed phases of the subdivision.

The variance will not confer upon the applicant a
special right or privilege not commonly shared or
available to the owners of similar and surrounding
property




The block length proposed for the Phase Ili portion
of Sunday Drive is consistent with the block length
design previously approved for earlier phases of
the Ranch at Delaware Creek.

The six-hundred foot length limitation is, in part,
based on number of homes in a single blogk. The
City’s R-1 zoning standards establish 60-feet as the
minimum width for a single-family residential lot. A
six-hundred foot long block consisting of 60-foot
lots could conceivably accommodate twenty-home
sites.

The Ranch at Delaware Creek, Phase [H will
consist of 19-residentiat lots. In terms of maximum
number of homes, potential number of driveway
cuts, etc., the variance, if approved will provide for
a design standard that is functionally equivalent to
the ordinance's base standard.

Based on these factors, approving the variance
would not convey special rights or privileges.

The hardship from which the relief is sought is not
solely of an economic nature;

Based on the factors noted above, the variance is
not based on solely economic considerations.

The variance is not contrary to the public interest;

Consfructing this section of Sunday Drive will
provide the Ranch at Delaware Creek with a much
needed second point of vehicular access. It will
also proamote cross connectivity between adjoining
neighborhoods. Accomplishing these goals will
serve the best public interest.

Due to special conditions, the literal enforcement of
the chapter would result in an unnecessary hardship;,

Denying the property owner the right to develop in
a manner consistent with already approved
development would impose a hardship.

In granting the variance, the spirit of the ordinance is
observed and substantial justice is done.

The City currently offers retiree health insurance coverage to
eligible retirees employed prior to January 1, 2010.

Several eligible retirees have, or are eligible for, coverage
through their current employer, which results in the City
incurring significant health insurance premiums for retirees
that are either declining the other coverage or using the
City’s coverage as a secondary policy. Staff proposes
amending the current policy, which will reduce premiums
and help sustain the benefit for those retirees that are fully
retired and not employed elsewhere. The proposed changes
are as highlighted on the attachment.

7.03 RETIREMENT

The City of Burnet is a member of the Texas Municipal Retirement System (TMRS).
Membership in the retirement system is mandatory for all regular employees. Both the employee
and the City contribute to the employee’s retirement account. Employees must be vested under
TMRS to be eligible to receive the City’s matching portion. Employees who leave City
employment prior to retirement will, upon request to the TMRS, be refunded their portion of the
retirement account plus interest earned on their portion in accordance with TMRS policies.

Retirement benefits are determined by a formula that involves age at the time of retirement and
the amount deposited in the employee’s account. An employee may retire if he/she has ten (10)
years of service and has reached the age of sixty (60). Or, an employee may retire if (he)she has
twenty (20) years or more of service regardless of age.

The City offers continuation of health and dental insurance to those employees who were
employed prior to January 1, 2010. City employees employed on or after January 1, 2010 are not
eligible for continued health insurance after retirement under this policy. For Eligible Retirees,
such continued health and dental insurance is comparable to that which is provided for regular
employees, for those employees that retire from the City of Burnet under TMRS with at least
twenty (20) years of service, the last ten (10) of which are with the City of Burnet. For retired
employees eligible for Medicare, the City will substitute coverage with a Medicare supplemental
insurance policy. Eligible Retirees may have the option of declining City provided health or
dental insurance and being reimbursed for health coverage other than what the City provides up
to the amount of premium paid for an active employee. It is strictly the Eligible Retirees
responsibility to contact the City with any changes in coverage. If an Eligible Retiree chooses
reimbursement, proof of coverage must be certified annually.

Eligibility for participation in the City’s group insurance plan will pause if the Eligible Retiree
becomes eligible for another employer’s group plan. The retiree is required to notify the City of
medical and/or dental insurance benefits provided by other group insurance. If an Eligible
Retiree fails to disclose evidence of medical insurance benefits provided by another group plan,
the Eligible Retiree’s eligibility and enrollment shall be terminated immediately. In the event the
employee ceases to be eligible for another employer’s group plan, that employee may return to
the City’s plan as a qualifying event.

The City of Burnet participates in a death benefit plan administered by the TMRS providing the
beneficiary of a regular employee that dies while in the employ of the City with a one-time,
lump-sum yearly wage as a non-taxable benefit.

This section is subject to change in accordance with TMRS requirements. Continuation of health
and dental insurance to Eligible Retirees is not a guaranteed benefit and is subject to change by
the City Council.

The Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) has
issued a new Statement No. 75, Accounting and Financial
Reporting for Postemployment Benefits Other Than
Pensions. GASB 75 replaces the requirements of GASB 45
and establishes new accounting and financial reporting
requirements for other postemployment benefit (OPEB)
plans.

The OPEB liability is required to be determined through an
actuarial valuation. All assumptions underlying the
determination of the total OPEB liability are required to be
made in conformity with Actuarial Standards of Practice
issued by the Actuarial Standards Board.

This is a budgeted line item and the City has sufficient funds
available. The biennial contract amount is $9,400 which is a
$750 annual increase over the previous actuarial contract.

Master Agreement
Other Post Employment Benefits (OPEB) Actuarial Valuations

Pursuant to the award of RFP NCT-2017-02 (Other Post Employment Benefits (OPEB) Actuarial Valuations)
by the North Central Texas Council of Governments (NCTCOG), this agreement confirms the terms under
which

hereinafter referred to as
‘CONTRACTING GOVERNMENT” has engaged Gabriel, Roeder, Smith & Co. hereinafter referred to as
“GRS” to perform actuarial consulting services. In as much as this relationship will involve several
actuarial reviews and other services that will be governed by the Request for Proposal (RFP # NCT-2017-
02) issued by NCTCOG on January 4, 2017 and our contract with NCTCOG, we have agreed to establish this
“master agreement” defining the general terms and conditions for all work performed for the
CONTRACTING GOVERNMENT.

This agreement will not, by itself, authorize the performance of any services. Rather specific services will
be authorized through a separate engagement letter that references this master agreement and details
the services to be provided and the required fees. In the event of an inconsistency between this master
agreement and an individual engagement letter, the master agreement will be followed.

As described in the above referenced Request for Proposal the following terms apply:

A. Tax Exempt Entities. CONTRACTING GOVERNMENT is exempt from manufacturer’s federal excise
tax and states sales tax. Tax exemption certificates will be issued upon request.

B. Role of NCTCOG. NCTCOG has served as a facilitator to the RFP and award process but the
contractual relationship is between GRS and the CONTRACTING GOVERNMENT.

C. Aggregate Information. GRS agrees to supply the CONTRACTING GOVERNMENT with the specified
results from the valuations and to aggregate that information with that of other governments for
the purpose of benchmarking.

D. Fees. GRS agrees to follow the attached pricing schedule (“Attachment A”) for pricing of its services.
Fees are subject to inflation adjustments starting in January of 2019. The fees associated with each
valuation cycle will be provided in a separate engagement letter.

E. Review of Charges. CONTRACTING GOVERNMENT has the right to review the supporting
documentation for any hourly charges or out of pocket expenses assessed to the CONTRACTING
GOVERNMENT under the fee schedule.

i Termination. Both CONTRACTING GOVERNMENT and GRS will have the right to terminate this
agreement through written notice. CONTRACTING GOVERNMENT will pay any charges or prorate
fees incurred to the date the termination notice is received and actuary will cease any in progress
work unless specific stopping points are provided in the letter.

G. Work Product. The final work product will be the property of the CONTRACTING GOVERNMENT to
be used as stated in the specific engagement letter. Ancillary use of the product is permitted, but
GRS is not responsible for the reliability of those projections. It is understood that all reports are
subject to the open records laws of the State of Texas and the contracting jurisdiction.

H. Independent Contractor. All the services provided by GRS will be as an independent contractor.
None of the terms in the engagement |letter will be interpreted to create an agency or employment
relationship.

Term. The term of this master agreement will be governed by the afore referenced NCTCOG RFP
and will expire on June 30, 2023.

J. Complete Agreement. This agreement combined with the specific engagement letter and as
clarified by the RFP and Proposal set forth the entire agreement between the CONTRACTING
GOVERNMENT and GRS.

K. Indemnification. GRS covenants and agrees to indemnify and hold harmless and defend and does

hereby indemnify, hold harmless, and defend CONTRACTING GOVERNMENT, its officers and
employees, from and against any and all suits or claims for damages or injuries, including death, to
persons or property, whether real or asserted, arising out of any negligent act or omission on the
part of the contractor, its officers, agents, servants, employees, or subcontractors, and the
contractor does hereby assume all liability for injuries, claims or suits for damages to persons,
property, or whatever kind of character, whether real or asserted, occurring during or arising out of
the performance of this contract as a result of any negligent act or omission on the part of the
contractor, its officers, agents, servants, employees, or subcontractors to the extent permitted by
law. Please review this master agreement letter and the attached schedules and indicate your
acceptance by having an official of CONTRACTING GOVERNMENT sign below.

L. Force Majeure. A force majeure event shall be defined to include governmental decrees or
restraints, acts of God (except that rain, wind, flood or other natural phenomena normally expected
for the locality, shall not be construed as an act of God), work stoppages due to labor disputes or
strikes, fires, explosions, epidemics, riots, war, rebellion, and sabotage. If a delay or failure of
performance by either party to this contract results from the occurrence of a force majeure event,
the delay shall be excused and the time fixed for completion of the work extended by a period
equivalent to the time lost because of the event.

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MASTER INTERLOCAL PURCHASING AGREEMENT

THIS MASTER INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT (“ILA”), made and entered into pursuant to the Texas
Interlocal Cooperation Act, Chapter 791, Texas Government Code (the “Act™), by and between the North Central
Texas Council of Governments, hereinafter referred to as “NCTCOG,” having its principal place of business at
616 Six Flags Drive, Arlington, TX 76011, and , a
local government, a state agency, or a non-profit corporation created and operated to provide one or more
governmental functions and services, hereinafter referred to as “Participant,” having its principal place of business
at

WHEREAS, NCTCOG is a regional planning commission and political subdivision of the State of Texas
operating under Chapter 391, Texas Local Government Code; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Act, NCTCOG is authorized to contract with eligible entities to perform
governmental functions and services, including the purchase of goods and services; and

WHEREAS, in reliance on such authority, NCTCOG has instituted a cooperative purchasing program under
which it contracts with eligible entities under the Act; and

WHEREAS, Participant has represented that it is an eligible entity under the Act, that it is authorized to enter
into this Agreement on (Date), and that it desires to contract with NCTCOG on the
terms set forth below;

NOW, THEREFORE, NCTCOG and the Participant do hereby agree as follows:

ARTICLE 1: LEGAL AUTHORITY

The Participant represents and warrants to NCTCOG that (1} it is eligible to contract with NCTCOG under the
Act for the purposes recited herein because it is one of the following: a local government, as defined in the Act
(a county, a municipality, a special district, or other political subdivision of the State of Texas or any other state,
or a combination of two or more of those entities, a state agency (an agency of the State of Texas as defined in
Section 771.002 of the Texas Government Code, or a similar agency of another state), or a non-profit corporation
created and operated to provide one or more governmental functions and services, and (2) it possesses adequate
legal authority to enter into this Agreement.

ARTICLE 2: SCOPE OF SERVICES

The Participant appoints NCTCOG its true and lawful purchasing agent for the purchase of certain products and
services (“Products” or “Services”) through the North Texas SHARE program. Participant will access the
Program through www.NorthTexasSHARE.org. All purchases under this Agreement shall comply with
applicable Texas competitive bidding statutes as well as the specifications, contract terms and pricing applicable
to such purchases. NCTCOG may also serve as a coordinating agent to administer the use of eligible Participant
contracts to other participants of North Texas SHARE. The eligibility of such contracts will be determined by
incorporation of coordinating agent authorization in Participant’s solicitation documents. Title to all products
purchased under the North Texas SHARE program shall be held by Participant unless otherwise agreed, Nothing
in this Agreement shall preclude the Participant from purchasing Products and/or Services offered in the North
Texas SHARE program directly from the vendor/supplier.
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ARTICLE 3: PAYMENTS

Upon delivery of goods or services purchased and presentation of a properly documented invoice, the Participant
shall promptly, and in any case within thirty (30} days, pay the contracted provider the full amount of the invoice.
All payments for goods or services will be made from current revenues available to the paying party. In no event
shall NCTCOG have any financial liability to the Participant for any goods or services Participant purchases
through the North Texas SHARE program.

ARTICLE 4: PERFORMANCE PERIOD

This Agreement shall be effective when signed by the last party whose signing makes the Agreement fully
executed and will remain in full force and effect for one (1) year. This Agreement shall automatically renew for
successive one-year terms unless sooner terminated in accordance with Article 6 below. Any modification of this
Agreement must comply with the requirements of Article 5 below.

ARTICLE 5: CHANGES AND AMENDMENTS

This Agreement may be amended only by a written amendment executed by both parties, except that any
alternations, additions, or deletions to the terms of this Agreement which are required by changes in Federal and
State law or regulations are automatically incorporated into this Agreement without written amendment hereto
and shall become effective on the date designated by such law or regulation. NCTCOG reserves the right from
time to time to make changes in the scope of products and services offered through the North Texas SHARE
program,

ARTICLE 6: TERMINATION PROCEDURES

NCTCOG or the Participant may cancel this Agreement for any reason and at any time upon thirty (30) days
written notice by certified mail to the other party to this Agreement. The obligation of the Participant to pay for
any Service and/or Products purchased under this Agreement, shall survive such cancellation, as well as any other
Participant costs incurred prior to the effective date of the cancellation.

ARTICLE 7: APPLICABLE LAWS
NCTCOG and the Participant agree to conduct all activities under this Agreement in accordance with all
applicable rules, regulations, and ordinances and laws in effect or promulgated during the term of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 8: DISPUTE RESOLUTION

The parties to this Agreement agree to the extent possible and not in contravention of any applicable state or
federal law or procedure established for dispute resolution, to attempt to resolve any dispute between them
regarding this Agreement informally through voluntary mediation, arbitration or any other local dispute mediation
process before resorting to litigation.

ARTICLE 9: MISCELLANEOQUS

a. This Agreement has been made under and shall be governed by the laws of the State of Texas. Venue and
jurisdiction of any suit or cause of action arising under, or in connection with, this Agreement shall lie
exclusively in Tarrant County, Texas.

b. The persons executing this Agreement hereby represent that they have authorization to sign on behalf of
their respective entities.

c. This Agreement and the rights and obligations contained herein may not be assigned by either party
without the prior written approval of the other party to this Agreement.
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d. All parties agree that should any provision of this Agreement be determined to be invalid
or unenforceable, such determination shall not affect any other term of this Agreement, which shall
continue in full force and effect.

e. To the extent that either party to this Agreement shall be wholly or partially prevented from the
performance within the term specified of any obligation or duty placed on such party by reason of or
through strikes, stoppage of labor, riot, fire, flood, acts of war, insurrection, accident, order of any court,
act of God, or specific cause reasonably beyond the party's control and not attributable to its neglect or
nonfeasance, in such event, the time for the performance of such obligation or duty shall be suspended
until such disability to perform is removed; provided, however, force majeure shall not excuse an
obligation solely to pay funds.

f. This Agreement and any attachments/addendums, as provided herein, constitute the complete agreement
between the parties hereto, and supersede any and all oral and written agreements between the parties
relating to matters herein.
